1. Consult with your department head and obtain his/her signature at bottom of this form
2. Bring this completed form to the Dean of Graduate Studies for final approval and signature
3. After completing this form and obtaining all three signatures at the bottom:
a. Submit your thesis/dissertation to UMI/ProQuest, being sure to select the appropriate
“Delay Release” option
b. Attach it to your ETD Approval form and submit both to the Merrill-Cazier Library
